Yashar-straight (literally or figuratively): -convenient, equity, Jasher, just, meet (-est),
pleased well right (-eous), straight, (most) upright (-ly, -ness)

Dwell:
Yashab-to sit down (specifically as judge. in ambush, in quiet); by implication, to

dwell, to remain; causatively, to settle, to marry

Face:
Paniym-the face (as the part that turns)
