Spiritual Songs

Greek: Ode pneumatikos -from NT:4151; non-carnal; a spirit; (divinely) supernatural, regenerate, religious.
Greek: NT: 4151-Pneuma -a current of air i.e. a breath; breeze (blast); a spirit.

Hence, spiritual songs could be rendered as songs from the breath of the Holy Spirit or songs from the breath of
God.

Ephesians 5:19 ...speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody
in your heart to the Lord...

Colossians 3:16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom, teaching and admonishing one another
in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.
